穿山甲趣味活动

词汇挑战
利用绘本的任何两页，让孩子想出15个单词形容图中的物体或动作。

提示：
• 你看到什么物体、物品？
• 你认为孩子在哪里？
• 女孩、男孩、成人在做什么？

“思考-感受-关心”思考模式
翻到第2、3页。让孩子们口述图中的角色，帮助他们练习	
沟通和换位思考的技巧。

提示：
• 思考：你认为为什么穿山甲卷起来？
• 感受：你觉得穿山甲、孩子们有什么样的感受？为什么？
• 关心：如果你看到了这只穿山甲，你会要做什么？

故事接龙
鼓励孩子每个人轮流为书中的每张图片说出一个句子。

提示：
• 你看到了什么？
• 你觉得他们是谁？
• 你觉得这些人在说什么？

3 种使用绘本《穿山甲为什么要过马路？》

的方法，提高学前儿童的语言能力

仔细观察穿山甲，通过实践活动进一步了解这只有趣的动物。

制作穿山甲雕塑
点击	这里	观看穿山甲的照片和视频。
仔细观察它，并注意它的栖息地。利用再循环物品制作一个	
穿山甲雕塑。

•	 指导孩子说出他们在穿山甲看到什么形状和质感。
•	 收集再循环物品，让孩子说出会利用什么再循环物品代表	
这些形状和质感。

•	 利用孩子指出的再循环物品制作一个穿山甲雕塑。
•	 挑战孩子利用再循环物品给穿山甲制作一个栖息地。

设计路牌
穿山甲有时会过马路到森林的另一边。
我们可以帮助穿山甲安全过马路的方法之一，是展示路牌，
提醒道路使用者留意穿山甲。

•	让孩子画出路牌，提醒道路使用者在夜晚间留意穿山甲。
•	请孩子谈论他们画的路牌。

材料：

香蕉（木头）
葡萄干（蚂蚁）
花生酱（让“蚂蚁”贴在木头上）
蜂蜜（可选）

做法：

2.	 将花生酱（和蜂蜜）涂在香蕉上。
3.	 把葡萄干‘蚂蚁’放在花生酱上。一起和孩子们享用这美味佳肴。

Make a healthy snack inspired by the pangolin’s favourite food, ants! 

Ingredients: 

•  Banana (log)
•  Raisins (ants)
•  Peanut butter (to help ‘ants’ stay on)
•  Honey (optional but yummy!)

Method: 
 1.  Slice the banana into half lengthwise. 
 2. Spread peanut butter (and honey) on the banana. 
 3. Place raisin ‘ants’ on the peanut butter.
